Auction FAQs

Q: When is the Auction?
The auction will be held on Saturday, March 28, 2026, in the Garaventa Center at Carondelet High
School. Doors will open at 5 pm.

Q: When do tickets go on sale? Wednesday, January 21st, 2026 @ 6pm

This year, we're doing early bird tickets similar to last year! We will have 5 early bird tables available
starting January 21st. Be sure to coordinate with your friends or family ahead of time to grab one of
these discounted tables before they’re gone!

Q: What do tickets include?

Tickets include entry to the event, hors d'oeuvres, and a full buffet-style dinner. This year, each ticket also
includes one drink ticket, which can be exchanged for a beverage of your choice (soda, beer, wine, or one
of our signature cocktails). Additional drink tickets will be available for pre-purchase as well as at the
event.

Q. What is a Sign-Up party?

A Sign-Up Party is an event hosted by one or more parents for a set number of participants. These events
can be for adults, children, or both. Hosts cover all expenses, and 100% of the funds raised benefit the
school.

Prices typically range from $20 to $50+ per person, depending on the event, with adult parties often
costing between $25-$80 per person and kid parties between $20-$40.

Sign-Up Parties can be simple or elaborate. Some ideas include a football game at a local park, a Poker
Night, a Tequila Tasting, a Treasure Hunt, Kids Dodgeball, Kids Tea Party, or a casual cocktail party. There’s
something for everyone!
